Insurance News  
 
8.15% interests have your attention? 
 
I am often asked about the difference between 
Term and Permanent insurance. 
Which one is right for me? 
 
My answer is never simple and requires a Life 
review of the family in question. 
 
But for the purpose of this newsletter I will make a 
summary: 
 
Term is like renting.  It will not be for the long term.  
It requires no investment.  It does not grow and 
appreciate. 
 
Permanent or Whole Life insurance is ownership.  
You make it what you want it to be.  It is for ever 
and it appreciates. 
 
Some “financial experts”  ( I use the term loosely) 
state “ buy term and invest the rest”   In layman’s 
terms it means that if a WL policy for $100K costs 
$300 per month and a Term policy for the same 
amount costs $50 per month.  Then you should 
buy the Term for $50 per month and invest the 
difference of $250 per month.  The theory is the 
$250 per month invested at 10% will grow to a 
substantial amount over time.  Where the $300 per 
month for a WL (whole life) policy will grow much 
slower and not add as much to your retirement 
portfolio. 
 
 Here is the “REAL LIFE” situation: 
 
I do have clients that want to follow the “buy term 
and invest the rest” philosophy.  I respect that and 
support them initially.  What I find is that while they 
save monthly payments by purchasing the term.   
They are typically not disciplined to the point 

where they are always 100% investing the 
difference each and every month.  So what I find is 
that after a couple of years of not investing the 
difference, they are not on target.  In most cases 
we are now purchasing the WL policy and it is 
more expensive because they are older. 
 
Whole life policies from the Knights of Columbus 
have features most if not all commercial 
companies do not or cannot offer: 
 
Premiums are guaranteed not to increase 

Annual dividends have been paid to clients each 
year for over 125 years! 

Policy Values have increased each year for over 
125 years

least this high for decades.

Opportunity to Serve 
DGK Earl Reid wrote: 
 
As you know, 45 women from St Mark went 
to the women's retreat at the Holy Family 
Retreat House in Hampton this past 
weekend. 
 
     This year is the 50th anniversary of 
the Holy Family Retreat House in Hampton, 
and the Brother who maintains the 
facilities would like to erect a steel 
cross and construct a concrete alter in 
time for the Memorial Day Celebration. 
 
     The cross is being donated by a St 
Mark parishioner, and it will be trucked 
to Virginia Beach after the spring break.  
I believe the Brother wants to paint the 
cross before it is erected.  The cross is 
15 feet by 6.5 feet and is made of 2.5" 
square steel tubing, so it will be pretty 
heavy. 
 
     Help is needed to do this project. 
The cross will need to be set 3 feet into 
the ground and leveled and braced while 
the concrete hardens. Concrete will be 
provided by the retreat house personnel. 
 
     The Retreat House is in Hampton, so 
the GK has asked the 2 Councils there if 
they want to participate. As of this 
printing,he has not heard from them or 
the lady paying for the cross. When I do 
receive more information, I’ll pass it 
on.
